The following information is regarding
eligibility to run for office digibility to
vote, and rules and regulations governing
the Local Union eledion:

L ocal Union Constitution and
By-laws—FElections Sedions 16-23:

Sedion 19: The specia cdl eection
meding shall be clled to arder at 5:00
p.m. and the date designated by these
By-laws, and the dedion polls sall be
open immediately theredter. Each
member in good standing shall cast his
vote by either printed ball ot or by use of
voting madhines. The methods of voting
shall be determined by the membership at
the nomination meding. The pollswill
closea 7:30 pm. providing that all
members present who desire to cast their
vote have had the opportunity of doing so.
Any candidate who desires to designate an
observer at the polls and at the counting of
votes shall advise the President of the
name of their observer before the President
appoints the dedion committee The
observer shall not interfere with the
election committeg but shall call any
alleged discrepancy in the election
procedure to the attention of the chairman
of the election committee who shall,
before the results are announced, rule on
the alleged d screpancy, subjed to the
right of the candidate or the observer to
appeal to the membership for action. The
decision dof the chairman of the election
committeeon the all eged discrepancy shall
be final unlessthe decisonisoverruled by
the membership.

United Association Constitution and
By-laws —FElections Sedions 121-
126:

Sedion 121: No member shall be
eligible to be nominated for officein any
local unlesshe shall be ajourneyman
member and shall have been a member
of the United Association and the

Locd in good standing for at leest a
period of two (2) yeasimmediately
prior to the dection. Any journeyman
member who owes or haspaid arein-
statement feewithin a period of two (2)
yeasimmediately prior to the date of
the election shall not be digibleto be
nominated for officein any Loca Union.

Sedion 124—(a) : No member shall
vote at any election of any description
unlesshe has been a member in good
standing in the Local Unionwhere the
vote is being taken for a period of one
(1) yea immediately prior to the date of
the election. Any member who ovesor
has paid areinstatement feewithin a
period of one (1) yea immediately prior
to the date of the election shall nat be
eligibleto votein any Locd Union
election.
